ENROLLMENT
Snow College’s General Education (GE) program provides the subject-area knowledge and learning skills foundation. You
must choose between a GE Certificate of Science (no foreign language) or a GE Certificate of Arts (One year of French).

General Education courses are highly advisable for concurrent enrollment students. They are: 1. Required for college graduation. 2. Transferable
from one Utah System of Higher Education (USHE) institution to another. 3. May also satisfy high school graduation requirements.

Students can earn a Snow College Certificate of Completion in General Education that is transferrable to all USHE institutions. If you know the
four-year college you plan to attend, discuss which classes to take with your Snow College Academic Advisor.
