Six Degrees of Separation Assignment

Due: On or before our class on October 2

Assignment: The purpose of this assignment is to help you practice getting to know people (and to build a helpful academic network). Using the idea that any two strangers can be connected by an average of six people, your assignment is to draw two network chains (as demonstrated on the board) connecting you and two people you don’t know in this section. To connect with other people, ask about hometowns, social groups, roommates, high schools, etc. You’ll be surprised how short the chains can be.

Bonus Exercise: One student has agreed to act as Start Smart’s “Kevin Bacon.” Her name is Nicole Reusch.  Ask around and see if you have a class with her or if someone you know does.  (Note: Nicole is a great sport and comfortable being in the spotlight for a bit, but just like anyone she deserves an amount of privacy.  This idea is just for fun and should be pursued casually not aggressively.)
