Instructor’s Philosophy:

English 1010 is designed to give students an introduction to college-level reading and writing. These
are skills that are required for maximizing your college experience. They will serve you all your life,
regardless of your profession. One course will not automatically make college-level writers out of all
students. Those who are in need of remedial help are expected to take responsibility for catching up
with their peers. This can be done by enrolling in lower-level courses, using the writing lab, and/or
arranging for tutorials with me or with others. I am here to help you outside of class as well as in
class.

This course provides the following:
e anenvironment in which you may be made aware of your strengths and weaknesses
e anopportunity for instruction in composition essentials

an opportunity for feedback

an introduction to sources for continued improvement in writing

and. .. practice, practice, practice.

Attitude is the key. It is reflected in attendance, preparation, and willingness to seek guidance from
faculty or writing lab tutors. Good writing is not a mystery; good writing is a craft that can be learned
by any willing student. Good writing goes hand in hand with reading and thinking skills, both of
which will be emphasized in the course.

Grading: C- or better in this course is required before enrolling in ENGL 2010
Grades will be determined as follows:

All 6 essays (5 in semester and 1 at final) must be submitted in order to receive a passing (C-)
grade. Ifyou miss an essay, you retake the class. Essays are due as designated on the course
outline.

Portfolio: 60%. You will write and submit five essays during the semester. These papers will be
evaluated but not graded when they are initially submitted. They will be returned to you. Keep them;
study the comments; consider how you might revise that paper.

You will select two to revise and re-submit. These, along with your final exam essay, constitute the
portfolio and should represent your best writing.

In-class exercises: 40%. Points will be given for in-class writing and preparation quizzes based on
reading assignments. These are graded on quality of writing and accuracy of response. These points
may not be made up if you miss class. One or two more grade-bearing exercises will be given than
will be calculated in the grade, thus making allowances for one or two absences.

No extra credit. No “make-up” assignments. Follow instructions carefully. Submit work on time.
