This is a one hour examination consisting of 20 multiple choice problems. Avoid random
guessing as there is a penalty for wrong answers. There is no penalty for leaving a question
blank. The formula for scoring the test is Score = 4R — W where R and W denote the
number right and wrong respectively. The possible scores range from —20 to 80.

. In the event of a tie, the person with the largest number of the following five problems correct

will be declared the winner: 4, 5, 6, 7, 10. Any further ties will be broken by a coin toss.

When the test begins, bubble in the single best answer to each question you choose to answer
clearly on the answer sheet. Use #2 (or soft) pencil. Completely erase any incorrect answers.

The sketches that accompany the problems are not necessarily drawn to scale.

No calculators are allowed.

Do not talk or disrupt other test takers during the exam. Cell phones must be OFF.
Please raise your hand if you need scratch paper or a new pencil; a proctor will assist you.
The proctors have been advised to answer no questions pertaining to the exam.
