Catalog Description:

This course will provide group training in avariety of choral music literature. Those registering are expected to
participate in major activities of the department.This course is open only to music majors pursuing the B. Mus
degree. Audition required. May be repeated for credit.

Prerequisites: MUSC 3166 or permission of instructor. Audition required.

Justification:

Performance in vocal ensembles teaches valuable musical and life skills for singers, including intonation,
blend, balance, facility with language and an understanding of group dynamics. Vocal music mgjors are
required to perform in at least one choral ensemble during each semester of their program at Snow College, and
this course isthe minimal requirement for all vocal music majors. This course fulfills one ensemble credit as
required by the National Association of Schools of Music (NASM). Credit for the course transfers for both m
usic majors and non-majors.

Student L ear ning Outcomes:

Upon completion of each semester of this course, students will be able to:

e accurately perform the rhythms, melodies and harmonies of the music selected by the director;
e perform essential vocal music skills as part of achoral section, including, proper intonation blend and

balance;
e show improvement in both speed and accuracy of literature memorization as measured by small
group assessment;
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e understand the music inits historical setting aswell as the stylistic, expressive, and formal qualities
associated with the particular era of music history;

e understand the textual meanings of the compositions;

e communicate the understanding which they have gained to their audiences.

Content:

Sightsinging;

Rhythmic accuracy;

Pitch accuity;

Balance and blend within the section and within the ensemble as a whole;

Text review, historical context, accuracy of pronunciation and proper syllabification (emphasis);
Vocal technique, including breathing, posture, tone production, placement and resonance.

General Education Outcomes:

9) Respond with informed sensitivity to an artistic work or experience.

Students will be able to respond more sensitively to a choral work which they have properly rehearsed, having
learned to accurately reproduce it in terms of pitch, rhythm and dynamics. In addition, students will respond
with greater sensitivity because they will have learned about the historical context of the work and the
conditions under which it was composed.
